ACE FELLOWS

March 1

Distribute call for applications.

Schedule and announce information sessions (1 – 3) at which previous ACE Fellows will share their experiences and answer questions.  Consider inviting ACE staff to visit and participate in these sessions.

July 1

Applications due to Provost.  Applicant to submit:

· ACE Fellows Program Application Packet with completed FORM #1, FORM #2, and names of 4 proposed references.  If application packet not yet updated on the ACE website, use the previous year’s packet.

· Dean’s letter of approval, which must include a statement that the responsibilities of the faculty member will be covered while they participate in the ACE Fellows Program.  How this will be done is the responsibility of the college/department.

August 1

Provost will appoint a selection committee comprised of the administrator responsible for this process as chair, two previous ACE Fellows graduates, and two Distinguished University Professors so the committee has five members.  

Selection committee recommends to the Provost two nominations from which he will choose and fund 0, 1, or 2 for ACE consideration of Provost office funding.  The Selection Committee may also recommend a third and fourth nomination that can be submitted from the campus, but must be funded from the college or department.

A maximum of four applications will be submitted by NC State.

September 1

Applicants informed of selection.

October 1

Selected applicant(s) submit final application packet for Provost’s signature and submission.

November 1

Provost submits applications to ACE.
