Meeting: Chair, Sam Pardue called the meeting to order at 2:08 P.M.

Approved Minutes: The minutes of the March 26th meeting were approved.

Athletic Department Update:  
Introduction of Coaches

Coach Harold Trammel provided a cheerleading update.  Coach Trammel manages a large squad with 47 members and eight mascots.  In a recent national competition, Mr. Wuf and Ms. Wuf placed third and eight, respectively.  The large and small cheer squads placed fourth and eight, respectively.  A total of 250 squads participated in the competition and was broadcast on Fox Sports South.  Academically the team posted a GPA in excess of a 3.00.  Three of the top four Scholar Athletes were from the cheerleading team.  There was also a renewed emphasis of safety this season.

Cheerleaders are dedicated to the squad and typically practice three times a week for three hours a session and participate in approximately two individual workouts a week.   April tryouts are open to incoming freshmen.  A discussion of Competitive Cheer teams, such as the one fielded by the University of Maryland was conducted.       
Director Fowler
Lee Fowler was pleased to announce that Taylor Seaman had recently been named NC State’s first All-American in gymnastics.  Congratulations Taylor.  Progress on the tennis project had been delayed by issues with State Construction Management.  The start date is to be determined.  The delay will impact availability of the outside courts this fall.   The NCAA men’s basketball tournament is slated to increase to 68 teams; with the potential to grow to 96 in the future.  The television contract for the tournament will exceed $10.5 billion over the next 10 years.  Director Fowler offered his thanks to the Council for their diligent work and expressed his appreciation to the membership for working with him for the past 10 years. 

Compliance: Michelle Lee 
Ms. Lee expressed her appreciation to the Compliance Committee for their commitment this year.  She also noted that there was a number of her staff that would be leaving: Megan Finch has accepted a position at Texas Tech and Scott Byrd, will be moving to the Charlotte area.  We gratefully acknowledge the efforts of both Megan and Scott and wish them well in their new endeavors.  With two positions open, the Compliance Office was thankfully entering a “quiet” period.  The search process for an Assistant Director of Compliance will begin shortly.  
Academic Support Program for Student Athletes

Phil Moses brought a report concerning the Summer Start or “bridge” program for incoming students.  Twenty student athletes will participate along with students in the University’s Transition Program, rural students, and international students.  In total, 90 students will be enrolled in the program.  Two courses, freshman writing and Introduction to Sociology will be taken in the Summer Start program.  In addition to their coursework, students will be involved in structured tutorial programs and social activities.  All students in the program will be housed in Syme Hall.  

On Friday, May 9, ASPSA and Compliance will once again sponsor its “Drive-In” conference for college and high school counselors.  The conference will be held at the Murphy Center and Vaughn Towers.  Over 100 participants have registered.  This is another example of how “NC State Leads” in academic support.   In addition, the National Association of Academic Advisors for Athletics’ headquarters is located in the Case Center here on campus.   A report on the recently held Scholar Athlete banquet was provided that highlighted the academic achievement of our student athletes.    
Committees

· Finance, Facilities and Personnel: no report

· Compliance: Tracking software options were discussed.  Site licenses range from $20,000 to $100,000 annually.  Currently, multiple software packages are used by various teams.  There is some potential for cost savings if a uniform system can be implemented.  A recommendation was passed that the Athletics Department consider purchasing a site license that can used by all sports.     
· Faculty Academic Committee: 
Paul Williams, chair of the Faculty Academic Committee, offered two resolutions pertaining to attendance and intra-campus transfers.  Both passed unanimously and are listed below.  
Faculty Athletics Council resolution on class attendance for student athletes

Whereas, class attendance has been shown to be a significant contributor to student academic success, and

Whereas, class attendance by student athletes is currently enforced mainly by the respective coaches, and

Whereas, some conferences, notably the SEC, have adopted mandatory, uniform class attendance policies for all sports, therefore be it

Resolved, that NC State University adopt a mandatory class attendance policy for all student athletes to include sanctions for unexcused absences and, therefore be it further 

Resolved, that consideration be given to extending this policy to include study halls and tutorial sessions.

Council on Athletics Resolution on Intra-campus Transfer Policy for Students 

Whereas, the admission process at NC State University requires admission to a specific College, and

Whereas, students may not matriculate in the appropriate programs as freshman, and

Whereas, minimum GPA transfer requirements frequently restricts students from programs where they can succeed academically, therefore be it

Resolved, that NC State University adopts a policy that enables any student a one-time transfer between departments within a college or between departments in different colleges provided that they demonstrate an ability to successfully complete pre-designated foundational courses irrespective of cumulative GPA at time of application.
