Meeting: Chair, Sam Pardue called the meeting to order at 2:00 P.M.

Approved Minutes: The minutes of the December 4, 2009 meeting were approved.

Athletic Department Update:

Introduction of Coaches

Coach Richard Sykes brought a report from Men’s Golf.  Coach Sykes has more than a four and half decade relationship with NC State.  Beginning as a student in 1962, he would later assume the duties of the golf coach during the 1970-71 season.  He commented on what an advantage it was to have a “home” course at the Lonnie Poole Golf Course (LPGC) on Centennial Campus.  The team was ranked 23 and 25 in the nation.  Matt Hill is the reigning NCAA men’s individual champion.  Three new players will be joining the team.  Two [former #1 and current #2 amateur players] are from Canada.  The Wolfpack Invitational will be played at the LPGC April 9 and 10 and attract 18 teams.  Home matches can accommodate spectators.  
Compliance

Michelle Lee, Associate AD for Compliance/SWA reported signing of National Letters of Intent for football would occur next week.
Director Fowler

Lee Fowler commented on the student athlete’s efforts in raising funds for Haiti Relief.  Approximately $8,500 has been raised on campus and $6,500 alone at the NC State–Duke Men’s basketball game.   The Toys for Tots campaign was also very successful.  Matt Hill, junior Men’s golf, was recognized at halftime of the UNC game.    Matt has brought distinction to NC State by becoming our first NCAA Individual champion.  Matt is also the recipient of the 2009 Haskins Award, the 2009 Jack Nicklaus Award, and the 2009 Arnold Palmer Award.  Congratulations Matt!  A number of privately funded projects are underway.  These include: a van for golf, dugout covers for baseball, and the preservation of memorabilia in Reynolds Coliseum.    
Initial discussions are underway for an NC State Hall of Fame.  The Wolfpack Men’s Basketball Program is celebrating their centennial season this year.  Former players such as Dereck Whittenburg, Lorenzo Charles, Vann Williford, David Thompson, Rodney Monroe, Kenny Carr, Chris Corchiani, Thurl Bailey, Lou Pucillo, Julius Hodge, Vinny Del Negro, members of the Ronnie Shavlik family and others will be honored during the yearlong celebration.   

With our improved facilities, NC State is attracting greater interest as a potential host sites for several events.   We are being considered for a World Cup soccer practice facility, NCAA Golf championship bid, and as a 2013 NCAA Men’s Basketball tournament site. 

Reseating of Carter-Finley Stadium is being considered that would relocate visiting fans to the corner of the upper deck currently occupied by students.  The sound system at CFS is 10 years old and in need of being replaced.  Cost estimates are in the $500,000 range.  Drawings depicting the new tennis facility upgrades were distributed.  Construction is scheduled to begin in June, 2010.

A search committee was formed, comprised of alumni, former student athletes, athletics staff members, and the FAR, to identify outstanding candidates for the Women’s Volleyball Head Coach vacancy.  Approximately 70 applications were received and of those, 20 were seriously considered.  Current volleyball team members met with the three finalists.  Mr. Bryan Bunn, Associate Head Coach at Baylor, was selected.  A former head coach at Texas Lutheran and North Florida, Coach Bunn had an overall record of 180 and 56.  At the February 18 Board of Trustees meeting, he is anticipated to be officially named as head coach.  

Academic Support Program for Student Athletes

Heather Murphy provided a recap of the most recent Eligibility Review.  Although relatively minor, some issues still persist in regards to “dashes” versus “Y” on the spreadsheets.  The faculty were reminded of the May 20th review and encourage to make every effort to participate.  

A new suspension policy is in place.  Any student with less than a 1.0 after their first semester will be suspended.  University-wide, only 119 students were impacted by the new suspension policy.  Of those only two were student athletes.  The policy is based, in part, on the finding that first semester success or lack thereof is a very good predictor of future performance.  

Phil Moses reported that Carrie Leger was in Birmingham attending the National Association of Academic Advisors for Athletics (N4A) conference.  He also named our three ACC Post-Graduate Scholarship nominees:

Allison Presnell-Softball
Romulo Manzano-Men's Soccer 
Austin Hampton- Men’s Swimming and Diving

An update on the Reconnect Program was given.  Reconnect provides former student-athletes, who have not completed degree requirements, options to return to the university and make progress toward their degree.  Funded by the Wolf Pack Club, it provides earned aid up to the cost of instate tuition and fees.  Currently three former student athletes are participating; one from men’s soccer and two from baseball.    

ASPSA will present our most recent APR scores to the Board of Trustees during their February 18th meeting.  Details regarding the summer bridge program were also presented.  April 20th is the Scholar Athlete Banquet and all Council members are encouraged to attend.
