SUMMARY OF DISCUSSION ITEMS/ACTIVITIES OF COMMITTEE 

NCSU Bookstore updates were made by Richard Hayes-NCSU Bookstores Director.  The following updates were noted for this year:
New Associate Vice Chancellor for Campus Enterprises

The university hired a new Associate Vice Chancellor for Campus Enterprises, Dr. Dan Adams. Dr. Adams will oversee NCSU Bookstores, University Dining, the Copy Center, Convenience Stores, vending, concessions, Lonnie Poole Golf Course, the AllCampus Card, and facilities for Talley Student Center, Witherspoon Student Center, Price Music Center, and Thompson Theatre. Dr. Adams will also be involved in the development of Centennial Campus Town Center, the Alliance Center, and the hotel and conference center. 
WOLF Xpress-New Espresso Print-On-Demand Publishing

University Graphics closed its’ operation in August 2009 which resulted in the bookstore assuming the campus Copy Center services. The new copy center, named Wolf Xpress, is located on the west side of the current main bookstore location and offers full copy center services. In addition, WolfXpress purchased a new “Espresso print-on-demand machine” that has the ability to print and bind library quality paperback books on premises. Books are printed utilizing a digitized format. NCSU joins an elite group of Universities in the United States that have this new machine with its various printing reproduction possibilities. Currently the only Espresso machine located in the Southeast is at NC State University.

 Talley Center Renovations and Additions

Conceptual plans for the Talley Center renovation and addition were approved by the Board of Governors in March 2010. The bookstore will be moving to the new Talley location which includes a 40,000 square foot bookstore and an additional 2,500 square feet dedicated to the Wolf Xpress copy center. The renovations will take place in multiple phases and slated to be completed by August 2014. The old bookstore building will be demolished as part of this large project. 
Atrium Renovations

Atrium Dining Services and the Bookstore on North Campus are being renovated. A draft of the new Bookstore has a view which allows the Bookstore to have a door directly on the brickyard. Students will be able to utilize the new store even when the dining facilities are closed. The new bookstore is planned to close from May 2010 thru the beginning of January 2011.
Reauthorized-Higher Education Opportunity Act


While the reauthorized Higher Education Opportunity Act (HEOA) required campus bookstores and publishers to be compliant with the new requirements by July 2010, the NCSU Bookstores took initiatives to become compliant in April 2009. While the Act has certain provisions intended for compliance by the publishing community, the Act specifically requires institutions to provide: 

· To the maximum extent practicable, an institution must include on its Internet course schedule for required and recommended textbooks and supplemental material

· the International Standard Book Number (ISBN) and retail price;

· if the ISBN is not available, the author, title, publisher, and copyright date; or

· if such disclosure is not practicable, the designation “To Be Determined.”

NCSU Bookstores is in compliance and reaches further to assist students and faculty in course content selection. 

The Act requires publishers to provide:
· provide information on a college textbook or supplemental material to faculty in charge of selecting course materials at postsecondary institutions, that information must be in writing (including electronic communication) and must include:
· the price of the textbook;

· the copyright dates of the three previous editions (if any);

· a description of substantial content revisions;

· whether the textbook is available in other formats and if so, the price to the

Institution and to the general public;

· the separate prices of textbooks unbundled from supplemental material; and

· to the maximum extent possible, the same information for custom textbooks.
Reconfiguring the bookstore concessions and accounting operations


Bookstores concessions and accounting operations are being relocated to Administrative Building I.
