Extension Seed Grant Proposals
· We discussed how this project is coming up soon and were appreciative of the work Karen Turner has done to help get us set up, stay organized and on schedule, and get us to closure.  Dr. Zuiches agreed to send out an all-campus notice, and we asked that Karen again manage the process.

· How groups report results:  We noted that there is a tendency to report outcomes in terms of “x students attended”, or “y presentations delivered”.  It is more effective (and meaningful) to always report in terms of outcomes:  What happened as a result?  For example, “as a result of this program, the percentage of students who stayed in school increased by z%”  As a Committee, we resolved to encourage groups and programs to focus on “outcome based reporting”.

The “Business Leader Program for Technical Professionals”—Peter Janca
· This is a new outreach program being developed to help early-mid career technical professionals both gain an understanding of business disciplines and develop collaborative leadership skills.  It is not-for-credit, and is built on an existing graduate course (BUS590) which has had good reception over the past three years.  Presentation objectives were to introduce the program and to request feedback on possible changes and/or other target audiences.
