· 87 members

· 60 are public universities

· 27 are private universities

· 17 land-grant university members
· Dr. Zuiches approached the deans of the College of Design and CHASS and both felt that membership was worth pursuing

· Provost Arden then discussed this with Chancellor Woodward and we were given the go ahead to join; three-year membership
· Looking for someone in CHASS to seize this opportunity that as a university, we are aware of upcoming opportunities to grow with this organization
Appalachian State University – Greater Hickory Partnership
· Drs. Jane Everson, Director, Appalachian State University Greater Hickory Partnership and Tom Fisher, Director, Educational Outreach and Summer Programs, visited at NC State University this past Thursday, November 12

· While here, they were connected with leaders in the College of Textiles and the College of Design

· Presented to the Extension Operations Council and met longer with Linda Krute and Jerome Lavelle

· ASU has and is connected with community colleges in the area, and they are working to be sure education offerings from ASU are available to students graduating from high school

· Want to partner with NCSU because we offer some degree majors that they do not, particularly in the sciences and engineering

· Work with regional leaders to assess educational needs
· ASU regional centers to coordinate and consolidate recruiting, student services, and technology activities

· Serve as a liaison to the community colleges, local school systems, businesses, and industry to increase the number of employees off-campus to enroll in bachelor’s degree completion and graduate degree programs

· NCSU will partner with them to hold/host a Higher Education Summit in the area to bring in the local leaders/players to discuss a model of regional public and private collaboration to enhance workforce development and educational attainment
