Pilot Mapping Community (Urban) Programming
· Looking for visible ways to showcase community (urban) work

· Beginning the process with obvious programs and mapping them by neighborhood, starting with Raleigh urban area

· Could expand with GIS mapping capabilities

· Maintain database of programming activities

· Post map on web – when click on dots representing programming, leads to URL link of program

· Could have some positive political impact; make sure Kevin Howell knows about the web site so that he can tell legislators to look up their counties/districts
· Program criteria  - must have a name, a web site, and a location

· Pat passed out a form for members to take back to their respective departments/colleges for completion and return to her

· RENCI – may be able to depend on them to map the programs; if so, they can map in a three-dimensional fashion, and maintain data for 30 years (by month, year)

The Engaged University  Symposiums

· Currently looking at dates for two symposiums

· Benchmarking Economic Development (BEDI) II – most likely in January

· Scholarship of Engagement – most likely in April

· Reviewing dates with different groups (i.e., EOC, EAT) and will finalize within the next month
