Base Realignment Closures – Alice Warren
· Last meeting was 8/14; 36 in attendance

· Fayetteville State University awarded $250k in State Appropriations as a one-stop-shop to work with BRAC

· FSU and ECU at the table of this past meeting – others involved shows we’re partnering well

· Dr. Zuiches will meet with Chancellor James Anderson to discuss regional partnerships with BRAC and ways that NC State can help (make him aware of connections already made and the depth and breadth of the BRAC partnership that has already been cultivated)

· FSU to host October meeting

· Kenan Fellows program brought into the eleven county region – up to 18 now
· Career Start – 6, 7, and 8th graders program on careers; looking to bring this program into the BRAC region
· Outstanding public school teachers in 11 North Carolina counties will partner with leading researchers at North Carolina State University to develop new curricula for schools across the state through teacher fellowships established by a $1.5 million National Science Foundation (NSF) grant to the Kenan Fellows Program

· Now have military industry cluster to address Defense and Homeland Security issues because of this partnership

· Add rep. for CVM – Alice will get with Barrett Slenning

Upper Coastal Plains Learning Council, Rocky Mount, DPI, NCCES, and UNC Partnerships – Alice Warren, Jim Zuiches
· Outreach positions posted in the vacancy system

· List of interested parties (27) notified of the postings so that they may apply

· Finishing up with Search Committee appointments and working with Karen Turner to line up the administrative pieces of the process for the Committee

· Meetings will take place at the Gateway Technology Center for Committee members’ convenience

· Alice and Jim have met with Scott Ralls (and others in the NCCCS) so that they on board with this effort

· Katie Wakeford and Donna Stankus are working together on a HUD proposal; would be good for them to be connected with GTC and related education in the region

· Marilyn Anselmi, director of GTC, is putting together a 5-day summer camp for middle school kids that will be centered around VET-related positions; includes field trips; local VETs who are NC State Alums will be asked to participate and will hopefully sponsor scholarships

· Engineering camp – currently for middle school youth; parents asking for expansion of program to high schoolers

· Held meeting with 17 continuing education reps.; open dialogue; nurturing continuing education across all institutional fronts, UNC schools, NCCCS, private colleges.

· Building a UCPLC web site; ECU and NC State partnership

· IES and SBTDC are adding capacity in the region; six people from NC State now housed at the Gateway Technology Center

· Purpose 

· Facilitate multi-disciplinary collaboration and exchange opportunities between NC State students and faculty with partner institutions

· Deepen existing collaboration with strategic partnerships by having a physical presence on their campus that will support meaningful interaction among students and faculty from both sides

· Provide necessary infrastructure that will enable faculty and students to focus on instruction, research and engagement

· Liaise with the International Division at partner university to expand study abroad opportunities, recruit international students, integrate international experience into academic programs, develop new global academic curricula

· Connect with NC State alumni abroad to strengthen international ties in industry and government sectors and capitalize on efforts to enhance NC State’s recognition and prestige

· Goal – establish a regional network of Global Education Centers that will bring together students, scholars, researchers and innovators to collaboratively address some of today’s complex global challenges
