Annual Report 2009-2010

This Committee is advisory to the Provost and the Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs. Functions of the Committee are as follows: 

· With respect to the calendar: (1) to study the workings of the currently approved calendar and evaluate; (2) to approve for recommendation to the Chancellor the academic calendars which are to be published in the official catalogues of the University. These functions are to be conducted within the guidelines adopted by the Board of Trustees on April 11, 1969. 

· With respect to student related registration and records, the function of the Committee is to advise the Department of Registration and Records on its policies and procedures regarding maintenance of student records, registration and scheduling, and to suggest new procedures which would better serve the University.

This Committee met once during the 2009-10 academic year, on November 10, 2009.  Along with numerous email communications between all the committee members, the following items discussed and/or considered:

1. Approval of the three year calendar and examination to allow for better turn-around-time between summer and fall terms.  A new three year calendar was presented to the committee. Discussion centered on the following issues:
· The committee is responsible for updating the current three year calendar (http://www.ncsu.edu/registrar/calendars/threeyear0912.html) to add one additional year.  The year added would be the 2012-2013 academic year.  

· After discussion a motion was presented to make NC State’s spring vacation period consistent with other North Carolina universities.  An amendment was proposed to make the start of spring vacation always start on the first Monday after the first Friday in March.  The motion along with the amendment passed.
· A second motion was presented to reduce the two current reading days to one reading day; the reading would be on the Wednesday during the first week of the examination period.  The motion was rejected.  
2. Discussion of the adoption of a standard time schedule for main campus and centennial campus. 

Discussion centered on the following issues:

· History of the issue – The initial staggered schedule between the main and centennial campus was a result of the belief that students would need travel time to get from one campus to another.  The committee discussed if this issue was still relevant and whether Engineering and Textiles view the dual schedule positively or negatively.

· Resolution – Sandra Paur, Kristin Barletta, Linda Krute, Christiana Buck and William Lahti agreed to form a sub-committee to obtain feedback from various constituencies regarding the issue.

Selection of 2010/2011 Chair. Don Pagach, College of Management, volunteered and was elected by e-mail vote.
