Minutes

The minutes from the March 2, 2006 meeting were approved.

At the March 2, the committee had asked Hill, Chesson and Woody, broker for the NCSU student health insurance plans, to represent us in seeking competitive bids for 2006-2007.  Dan Hill reported back on the results of this process.  Nineteen carriers (including all those who had expressed an interest) were contacted.  Bids were presented from six carriers:  Blue Cross Blue Shield, Aetna, MEGA Life, Nationwide, UnitedHealthcare, and Wellpath.  Dan Hill presented detailed information on the premiums proposed by each carrier, as well as the limitations and restrictions that would define the nature of the coverage provided by each.

The committee discussed the proposals, and focused in on two carriers that appeared to be the strongest contenders.  The committee had an extensive discussion weighing the costs and benefits of the plans.  There was concern about the level of premium for individuals in the under-26 age band.  The committee asked Hill, Chesson & Woody to look at feasible ways of redistributing premium across age bands in the Blue Cross plan to slightly reduce the premium for under-26 and raise it for older brackets.  This information will be presented at the next meeting.

A final recommendation will be made at the April 24 meeting at 3:00 in classroom 2301 of the Student Health Center.  Preceding that meeting, at 3:00 in the same room, there will be a session for anyone who missed the April 10 meeting to review the information on the bids.
