SUMMARY OF DISCUSSION ITEMS/ACTIVITIES OF COMMITTEE
The Council on Undergraduate Education (CUE) reviewed and approved the addition of sixteen

courses to the General Education Requirements (GER) course lists and these courses have been posted
to the GER website. The Council also approved six Honors experimental courses offered fall 2007 and
seven Honors experimental courses offered spring 2008. Additionally, CUE addressed the issue of the
new proposed (as of August 2007) General Education Program (GEP).

Activity surrounding the new GEP included approving the Rationale and Objectives for eleven
categories: Introduction to Writing (ENG 101), Communication in the Major, Humanities, Physical
Education, Mathematics, Social Sciences, Natural Sciences, Global Knowledge (Co-Requisite), U.S.
Diversity (Co-Requisite), Additional Breadth, and Interdisciplinary Perspectives (IP). In order to
properly carry out the requests from the Faculty Senate and the Provost, “... to be especially open and
participative in their approach to the implementation process” for the GEP, CUE, with the assistance of
the Division of Undergraduate Academic Programs (DUAP), held an Interdisciplinarity in General
Education Symposium on April 2, 2008 and invited all NC State faculty. Speakers included the Provost
and five NC State faculty who have been involved in teaching courses at NC State which have an
interdisciplinary focus. As part of the symposium, the audience and speakers participated in break out
sessions to address issues and questions related to interdisciplinary courses and this discussion provided

guidance to CUE in drafting the rationale and objectives for the IP category. To further ensure an open



and participative approach to the implementation, the Division of Undergraduate Academic Programs
(DUAP) posted to the CUE website a link to symposium materials including speaker presentation
materials, photos of posters, and the rationale and objectives for the IP category approved by CUE on
May 2, 2008. In addition, a Wolf Blog was created to gather feedback regarding the GEP IP category
and the symposium was videotaped and a copy of the DVD is available upon request.

What remains of the GEP to be confirmed by CUE prior to implementation in Fall 2009 are the
Foreign Language and Computer Literacy requirements of the GEP. Additionally, CUE will need to
further address populating the GEP categories with courses and begin a review of these courses to
determine fitness for their respective category. Thematic Tracks within the GEP will need to be explored
as well as the establishment of rationale and objectives for an Engineering list for the Additional Breadth

category.

Activities surrounding GEP implementation will continue under the leadership of Dr. Brian
Matthews in 2007 — 2008. The Chair is grateful for the dedicated service and numerous contributions
made by the 2007-2008 Council on Undergraduate Education members. This year was extraordinary in
the level of work required of members of the committee due to the new GEP as well as the ongoing
work of CUE. The members were outstanding in their contributions and commitment to undergraduate

education.

In the eyes of the Chair, the charge to CUE is proper and should remain as currently stated.
Earlier in the academic year, CUE members voted to leave membership configuration as it was currently
