In an effort to better coordinate the undergraduate program review process with other critical assessment 

efforts, the decision has been made to accept the recommendations of the Academic Affairs Assessment Planning Team (AAAPT) to transfer the direct responsibility for college level undergraduate program 

review to the respective academic associate deans. 

As Chancellor, I take every opportunity available to express my belief that NC State is a great university. 

A large part of our ability to make that claim is the dedicated service of members of the university 

community like you. The work done by the Committee on Undergraduate Program Review (CUPR) has succeeded in steering the transition of a critical university function past three major milestones. First, 

the committee operationalized guidelines and established a process to move the institution forward in 

the establishment of an undergraduate program review process grounded in ongoing authentic assessment 

and analysis-based decision making at the program level. That effort played a significant role in the

achievement of a second milestone, a successful SACS accreditation review in 2004. Finally, your efforts

have brought positive recognition to NC State on a national scale as a large research extensive land-grant university seriously engaged in efforts to link undergraduate program assessment to the identification and assessment of student learning outcomes.

I wish to thank you on behalf of the entire university for your pioneering role in implementing a revised undergraduate program review process and to ask for your continued involvement as consultants to 

programs and mentors to other faculty involved in the ongoing evolution of the process. The experience and skills accrued through your service on CUPR will remain valuable to the University community as we move forward.

The commitment of Provost Nielsen and Dean Conway to continue development of an undergraduate program review process will be a proud legacy to your efforts.
