This grant, which is funded by the National Heart, Lung, and Blood Institute (NHLBI), involves a subcontract to Duke Clinical Research Institute (DCRI).  Drs. Boos and Davidian, with assistance from DCRI faculty, are in charge of administering this novel training program for undergraduates that is aimed at addressing the acute and worsening shortage of US citizens and permanent residents entering the field. Thus, the program plays a key role in addressing the urgent shortage of US students interested in pursuing training and careers in STEM (science, technology, engineering, and mathematics). 

The NCSU-DCRI Summer Institute for Training in Biostatistics (SIBS) is currently in its third year and brings up to 25 undergraduates from across the US to participate in a 6-week program conducted by NCSU and DCRI faculty (biostatisticians and clinicians) to inspire interest in pursuing graduate work in biostatistics among quantitatively talented undergraduates.  Alumni from the program in 2004 and 2005 are now attending graduate school in statistics and biostatistics at institutions across the US, including NCSU.  SIBS grants were awarded to only three institutions in the US (the others are University of Wisconsin and Boston University).  A competitive renewal for this grant for another three years in response to a limited solicitation was recently reviewed and received a priority score of 116.

Dr. Davidian recently finished seven years on the NIH Center for 
Scientific Review (CSR) Biostatistical Methods and Research Design (BMRD) study section, for which she served as Chair for 2004-2006. BMRD is the main NIH review panel that reviews most biostatistical methodological research grant applications submitted to the various institutes of NIH.  She will serve as a member of the AIDS Clinical Studies and Epidemiology (ACE) study section during 2007-2010.  This group reviews most of the grant applications involving statistical methods development having to do with the study of HIV infection. Dr. Davidian has also been a member of the Clinical Pharmacology Subcommittee of the US Food and Drug Administration (FDA) Advisory Committee for Pharmaceutical Science since 2003.  Dr. Tsiatis served as a member of the FDA Biological Response Modifier Advisory 
Committee in 2002-2006.  He is currently member of the Data Safety and Monitoring Boards (DSMBs) for a several major NIH-sponsored clinical trials cooperative groups.  DSMBs are a fundamental part of clinical medical research; these independent groups, which always include at least one biostatistician along with clinicians, other disease experts, and patient advocates, review the interim results of clinical trials and make recommendations to the investigators on whether the accumulated evidence is sufficient to stop or modify the study.  These include the NIAID Division of AIDS (DAIDS) HIV Therapeutic Trials DSMB and the Trialnet diabetes clinical trial cooperative group funded by the National Institute of Diabetes and Digestive and Kidney Diseases (NIDDK); he also recently completed a term on the DSMB for the Cancer 
and Leukemia Group B (CALGB). 

Drs. Davidian and Tsiatis are Adjunct Professors of Biostatistics and 
Bioinformatics at Duke University Medical School, and they spend most Wednesdays at the DCRI collaborating with clinicians on cardiovascular disease research. Dr. Davidian was elected as 2004 President of ENAR and as 2005 Chair of the Biometrics Section of the American Statistical Association (ASA), which is also a major professional affiliation for biostatistical researchers.  Dr. Davidian is currently Executive Editor of the journal Biometrics, which is an international journal published by the IBS that is one of the major, mainline outlets for biostatistical methodological research in the world. Dr. Tsiatis is one of an elite group of only 13 associate 
editors for the international journal Biometrika, also one of the major mainline outlets for biostatistical methodological research.
